The Board of Trustees is committed to keeping the schools free from disruptions and to
keeping unauthorized persons from entering school grounds. The Superintendent or
designee shall provide for the prompt removal from school premises of any individual
who disrupts or threatens to disrupt normal school operations, threatens the health and
safety of students or staff, or causes property damage.
