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The voters of the Lowell Joint School District authorized Measure LL General Obligation 
Bonds in the amount of $48,000,000 on November 6, 2018. Funds received from the 

bonds are to be used to:

• Repair leaky roofs, old rusty plumbing and failing electrical systems

• Replace wood and support beams that have extensive termite damage and dry rot

• Renovate classroom facilities so they meet current building and safety standards

• Remove hazardous materials like asbestos and lead paint from school sites

• Upgrade classrooms, school facilities and technology to support high-quality 
instruction in math, science, technology and the arts

• Improve student safety and campus security systems including security fencing, 
security cameras, emergency communications systems, smoke detectors
and fire alarms

• Improve heating, ventilation, air conditioning, insulation and doors
to increase energy efficiency
